
Save the date!  This year’s 
Lions Quest pre-forum 
seminar will take place on 
Wednesday from 8:00 
a.m. – 5:00 p.m. at the 
Marriott Hotel.   

As in previous years, the 
seminar will be offered to 
FY 09-10 Vice District 
Governors and Lions Quest 
Chairs, plus any Lions that 
are involved with Lions 
Quest in their district.  
However, in response to 
suggestions from partici-
pants, the format will 
change for this year’s event, 
which will be divided into 
two different sessions. 

The morning session will be 
a general overview of the 
program and available 
grants, with additional how-
to suggestions from Lions 
who have had program suc-
cess.  The afternoon will be 
a Lions Quest “training” for 
those who are familiar with 

the program, but need 
specific instruction for 
approaching schools, 
promoting the program, 
and recruiting others to 
become involved.  This 
new format provides at-
tendance options for par-
ticipants based on their 
needs, and presents infor-
mation that hasn’t been 
covered in the past due to 
time restraints. 

The Lions Quest pro-
gram has benefited 
from some exciting de-
velopments this year as 
well.  The state of 
Maine received an 
award from the Office 
of Juvenile Justice and 
Delinquency Prevention 
for its youth efforts, 
including successful use 
of the Lions Quest pro-
gram for youth ages 10-
17.  Skills for Adoles-
cence was printed in 
Arabic, marking the 

30th language in which 
the materials have been 
translated!  Core 4 
grants were approved to 
expand Lions Quest in 
Colombia, Paraguay, 
India and Japan, and to 
implement Lions Quest 
in Panama for the first 
time. 

 
Invitations for the pre-
forum seminar will be 
sent in early summer with 
an agenda and specific 
time and location infor-
mation.  In the meantime, 
check the newsletter for 
Lions Quest pre-forum 
updates.

The special Interest Session 

Knitting Afghans is coming back to 

the 2009 USA/Canada Lions Lead-

ership Forum in Memphis, TN, 

September 24-26, 2009 

For the 2009 Forum we are going to 

try something a little different.  We 

are still asking knitters and cro-

cheters to knit or crochet squares 

to make an afghan or if you wish 

you can make a shawl.  For those 

of you who wish to assemble your 

afghan at home, please do so and 

bring it with you to the Forum in 

September.  For those who assem-

ble the afghan at home, we thought 

it might be fun to have a show and 

tell session. 

We are asking that the afghans be 

made of yarn that can easily be 

laundered and they are made in 

bright colors and fun patterns.  Be 

Creative!!  Please make your blocks 

to measure 12” by 12” (30cm x 

30cm) square when finished and 

blocked.  For ease of assembly, 

please begin and end each square 

with (3) rows of garter stitch (six 

knit rows) and make a three stitch 

garter border at each side edge.  For 

those of you who feel you can only 

make a few blocks, please do so.  

We will make arrangements to put 

the squares together at the Forum to 

make a completed afghan.  All con-

tributions will be welcome, ask 

your friends to help you.  Make as 

many squares as you want. 

If you cannot attend the Forum, but 

wish to contribute to this effort, 

please contact Lion Alice Anton or 

Lion Carol Farley for an address to 

send them to.  We will bring them 

to Memphis with us.  For those at-

tending the Forum, please bring 

some extra yarn and needles to use 

in putting the afghans together. 

At this time we are looking into 

giving the finished afghans/shawls 

to an organization in the Memphis 

area.

If you were in Tennessee in 2004, you 

may remember a book sold by 

District 12-L to raise money for the Sight 

Van.
